It was May 2010 when the 

Women of the Church asked the 

Burnt Church session to approved 

the proposal to install five large 

stained glass windows in our 

sanctuary. The session decided 

that the congregation be given the 

opportunity to fund this projects 

through individual giving. 

Individuals and families were encouraged to adopt a 

window. Within three weeks of announcing the project 

funding was complete. 

The session formed a commission 

for the design and build. Susie 

Reel, Brian Marchelewski, and 

Linda Beavers were chosen to 

coordinate the project with Pastor 

Patrick Lanaghan as advisor.  

They worked together with 

professional designers  choosing 

the best color and design scheme. 

Material samples were obtained 

and a conceptual sketch drawn.  

Ultimately those on the commission designed the 

windows and created individual medallions for the 

center of each unit which signify the call and mission of 

Burnt Church.    

This commission also arranged and supervised the 

painting of the sanctuary, narthex and hallways.
